CAN WE HELP? GET IN TOUCH

To save money, Tory-controlled Shropshire
Council have ignored the results of a
consultation and will push ahead with
charges for green waste collection. From
October, households will need to pay £56 a
year and put a sticker on their bin to have
their green waste collected.
