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Juliaand Chris attended a public road safety meeting at the Holy Trinity Centre recently. Along with plans
for improvements on Bank Farm Road, proposals were also revealed for the Roman Road roundabout near
the Priory School, plus re-designed junctions between Longden Road, Mousecroft Lane and Stanley Lane.

Both Councillors agree that these three schemes should be ‘joined up’. As it is, they're separate, with no
sign of the promised improvements to the very busy junction between Bank Farm Road and Longden
Road. Julia and Chris agree with the Radbrook Road Safety Group and broadly support the proposals
X/ YT — for Bank Farm Road, because it will make travel
= safer for pedestrians, cyclists and road users.

During the meeting council officers promised to
look at improving the drains which affect flooding
on Bank Drive West.
