Chris and Julia have met with the Shropshire Council team who have listened to suggestions from
residents. The plan now includes a lay-by for the Co-op bus stop, the existing crossing will be
moved towards the pub and the hedge on the corner of Six Acres will be taken down to improve
visibility. All of these changes together should mean less danger of conflict around the Co-op
entrance.

Lakeside are
now owned by a much bigger company First Group
but this change will mainly affect their coach
services.

They hope to continue even after
Spring 2025. Until then they plan to keep the
single fare at £2 whichis great news.
